FIR over Al video

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Police on
Saturday registered an FIR on a
BJP worker's complaint over an
Al-generated "deepfake" video
posted by the Bihar Congress
unit on its X handle that alleg-
edly tarnished the image of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
and his late mother, an official
said. The complaint was filed
on Friday by Sanket Gupta, con-
venor of the BJP Delhi Election
Cell, at the North Avenue Police
Station, who alleged the video
"maligned the Prime Minister's
image, grossly violating law,
morality and women's dignity".
The clip was posted on the
official X handle of the Indian
National Congress, Bihar unit,
on September 10, the com-
plaint said.

Over 6-cr Income Tax
returns filed so far

NEw DELHI

MORE than six crore income
tax returns for Assessment
Year 2025-26 have been filed
so far, the Income Tax depart-
ment said on Saturday. The last
date to file ITRs without pen-
alty is September 15. "Thank
you taxpayers & tax profes-
sionals for helping us reach the
milestone of 6 crore Income
Tax Returns (ITRs) as of now
and still counting," the I-T
department said in a post on
X. To assist taxpayers for ITR
filing, tax payment and other
related services, our helpdesk
is functioning on a 24x7 basis,
and the department is pro-
viding support through calls,
live chats, WebEx sessions &
Twitter/X, it added.

It also asked taxpayers
who haven't filed ITR for AY
2025-26 to file at the earliest to
avoid a last-minute rush. The
Income Tax department in
May announced an extension
of the due date for filing ITRs
for Assessment Year (AY)
2025-26 (for income earned
in financial year 2024-25) by
individuals, HUFs and entities
who do not have to get their
accounts audited from July 31

The Income Tax dept
asked taxpayers who
haven't filed ITR for
AY 2025-26 to file at
the earliest to avoid a
last-minute rush

to September 15.

The extension was on ac-
count of "structural and con-
tent revisions” in the income
tax return (ITR) forms, which
was notified in late April and
early May. The changes made
in the ITR form for AY 2025-
26 also need modifications to
be made in ITR filing utilities
and the back-end system. ITR
filings have shown consistent
growth over the years, reflect-
ing rising compliance and the
widening of the tax base. For
AY 2024-25, a record 7.28
crore ITRs were filed up to
July 31, 2024, compared to
6.77 crore in AY 2023-24, reg-
istering a 7.5 per cent year-on-
year growth.
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A low-pressure area over
the west-central Bay of
Bengal and adjoining north-
west Bay of Bengal, along
the North Andhra-South
Odisha coasts, is expected
to persist, says Prakhar Jain,
Managing Director of the
State Disaster Management
Authority. According to
him, this system is likely to

Winds with
speeds of 30-40 km/hr are

also likely along the coast.

vigilant and warned against
standing under trees.

On Sunday, Srikakulam,
Konaseema, East Godavari,
West Godavari, Eluru,
Krishna, Guntur, Bapatla,
Kurnool, and Nandyal dis-
tricts are likely to experi-
ence light to moderate rain
with thunderstorms and
lightning. The remaining
districts may receive light
rainfall in a few places.

STUDENTS USED THEIR POCKET MONEY FOR DRUGS

AS Mahindra University au-
thorities continue to reel from
the shock of a recent drug
bust involving some of its stu-
dents, fresh revelations from
the Telangana Anti-Narcotics
Bureau (TANB) point to a

larger, more complex network
operating across several
premier institutions in the
city. Senior officials involved
in the probe told “The Hans
India’ that the case had “only
scratched the surface of a city-
wide racket”.

It may be recalled that
on August 27, four persons,

including two students, were
arrested for operating a drug
racket inside the Mahindra
University here. During a
prior raid at Shivalayam
Colony in Suraram, police of-
ficials seized 1.15 kg of ganja,
47 grams of high-grade OG
weed, packaging material, a
digital weighing machine and

multiple mobile phones used
for trafficking.

Officials probing the
ramifications of the case said
the racket had established a
supply chain reaching from
inter-state suppliers to student
peddlers on campus, with
nearly 50 students now under
investigation for consump-

tion. The officials revealed that

the key accused, identified as
a Nigerian national known
as “Nick;” is still absconding.
“If we can get him, there are

many other major drug racket

links we can uncover, said
one senior officer, pointing
to an international chain of

operations. Continued on Page 4
