It may be 
recalled that the film was origi-
nally scheduled to hit screens 
on December 6 last year. How-
ever, in November, the makers 
issued a statement saying they 
were postponing the release of 
the film as they wanted to give 
audiences not just a film but an 
"experience like never before."
