Rahul Gandhi as PM is only solution 
to India’s problems, asserts Bhatti

DEPUTY Chief Minister 
Bhatti Vikramarka asserted 
that if Rahul Gandhi assume 
the role of Prime Minister, 
the entrenched challenges 
confronting the nation will 
be resolved.

He urged the presidents of 
the district Congress Com-
mittees from both Andhra 
Pradesh and Telangana to 
engage tirelessly until Rahul 
Gandhi is appointed Prime 
Minister, emphasising the 
importance of striving to se-
cure a maximum number of 
parliamentary seats across 
both states.

His remarks were deliv-
ered during a training camp 
for district Congress com-
mittee presidents convened 
in Vikarabad on Monday.

Bhatti Vikramarka ad-
dressed the theme, “Caste Is-
sues and Reservations – The 
Role of Congress Workers in 
Combatting Caste Discrimi-
nation.”

He noted that in instances 
of untouchability or dis-
crimination throughout the 
country, Rahul Gandhi takes 
personal initiative to visit af-

fected areas. Citing the situ-
ation at Hyderabad Central 
University, he recalled that 
following the tragic suicide 
of Rohith Vemula, who re-
portedly experienced caste 
discrimination, Rahul Gan-
dhi made a direct visit to the 
university, engaged with stu-
dents, and played a pivotal 
role in shaping the ensuing 
movement.

Bhatti Vikramarka high-
lighted that during that pe-
riod, Congress leaders pro-
hibited party workers from 
accessing the campus, as 

Rahul Gandhi maintained 
that untouchability should be 
addressed as a social concern 
rather than being politicized.

He elaborated that ini-
tiatives are currently in 
progress in Karnataka and 
Telangana to introduce leg-
islation in memory of Rohith 
Vemula. Bhatti Vikramarka 
remarked that Rahul Gandhi 
had pledged to ensure fair 
distribution of resources and 
wealth prior to the elections, 
and since gaining power, the 
people’s government has ef-
fectively implemented vari-

ous development and welfare 
programmes in alignment 
with this promise.

He indicated that, for the 
first time since India’s Inde-
pendence, a caste census was 
completed within 50 days 
and presented to the Legisla-
tive Assembly, where it gar-
nered unanimous approval.

Bhatti Vikramarka ac-
cused the Bharatiya Janata 
Party (BJP) of conspiring 
to dismantle the Congress 
Party, which not only played 
a crucial role in securing In-
dia’s independence but also 

enacted significant revolu-
tionary laws aimed at achiev-
ing economic, social, and po-
litical equality.

He remarked that certain 
political entities aim to per-
petuate social and economic 
divisions within society. Ac-
knowledging the persistent 
reality of caste in India, the 
Deputy Chief Minister shared 
his personal experiences with 
caste discrimination, reaffirm-
ing his commitment to pur-
sue his objectives resolutely, 
notwithstanding the obstacles 
posed by such discrimination.

Infrastructure upgraded with new substations, 
transformers and interlinking lines to handle rising  

peak demand without disruption

NPDCL rolls out comprehensive 
plan to ensure seamless  

power supply during summer

WITH electricity demand 
steadily rising ahead 
of the summer season, 
the Northern Power 
Distribution Company 
of Telangana Limited 
(NPDCL) has undertaken 
extensive measures to 
guarantee uninterrupted 
power supply across the 
Karimnagar Circle.

Superintendent 
Engineer V Gangadhar 
stated on Monday that 
the department had 
proactively strengthened 
infrastructure to meet 
the anticipated surge in 
demand. He noted that 
power consumption within 
the NPDCL jurisdiction 
had stood at 5,816 MW in 
March last year and had 
already risen to 5,904 MW 
as of 21 February this year. 
Adequate arrangements, 
he assured, had been put 
in place to handle peak 
summer loads without 
disruption.

To manage increasing 
demand, particularly in 
urban areas, the capacity 
of 141 overloaded 

distribution transformers 
had been enhanced in line 
with projected growth. 
Additionally, 116 new 
distribution transformers 
had been installed, and nine 
power transformers had 
been set up at key locations 
to improve supply stability.

In a further boost to 
infrastructure, four new 
substations had been 
constructed and 32 new 
breakers installed wherever 
required. To strengthen 
connectivity and enhance 
reliability, 29 new 33/11 kV 

interlinking lines had also 
been established.

The Superintendent 
Engineer emphasised that 
all precautionary measures 
at various operational levels 
had been completed to 
ensure improved quality 
and reliability of power 
supply during the summer 
months. He added that 
officials and field staff 
were working in close 
coordination to deliver 
seamless electricity supply 
to consumers without 
interruption.

Tension at ‘Chalo Hyd’:  
Asha workers clash with police

TENSION prevailed in the 
city as thousands of ASHA 
workers staged a massive 
dharna at the Koti Com-
missioner’s Office under the 
banner of ‘Chalo Hyderabad’, 
demanding immediate pay-
ment of pending January sala-
ries, a fixed monthly pay of Rs 
18,000, and allocation of suf-
ficient funds in the upcoming 
Assembly budget to resolve 
their problems.

Despite heavy restrictions 
and reported arrests across 
the state, large numbers of 
ASHA workers reached the 
protest venue. A scuffle broke 
out between the protesters 

and police, leading to several 
workers sustaining injuries. 
Protesters alleged that police 
personnel dragged women 

workers, resulting in torn 
clothes and some falling un-
conscious.

The dharna continued 

from 12 noon to 3 pm. The 
Union leaders criticized the 
state government for not even 
being ready to listen to their 

problems and for allegedly 
suppressing their democratic 
right to protest and warned 
of intensified agitation if their 
demands are not addressed.

The leaders warned 
the government that if it does 
not resolve the problems 
faced by the ASHA workers 
soon, they would intensify the 
struggles in the future.

A major fraud by the owner 
of sri sairam jewellers in Hu-
zurnagar of Suryapet district 
has come to light belatedly. 
Under the guise of selling 
gold biscuits, the jeweller al-
legedly supplied fake (rolled 
gold) biscuits, cheating vic-
tims of a significant amount. 

According to local sources, 
the owner of Sri Sairam Jew-
ellers colluded with a private 
gold mortgage dealer. The 
victims reportedly purchased 
gold biscuits worth around 

Rs 10 lakh. 
However, when the bis-

cuits were tested due to an 
urgent need, it was revealed 
that they were merely rolled 
gold pieces. The victims were 
shocked to discover that the 
very trader they trusted had 
deceived them.

Protesting the injustice, the 
victims staged a demonstra-
tion in front of the jewellery 
shop, demanding immediate 
repayment of their money 
and strict action against the 
owner responsible for the 
fraud. The protest led to brief 
tension in the town.

Rain alert in Telangana for next three days

THE Meteorological De-
partment has issued a 
three-day weather alert for 
Telangana, forecasting light 
to moderate rainfall in sev-
eral districts.

Officials said a trough has 

formed from South Interior 
Karnataka to Marathwada 
at an altitude of 0.9 km 
above mean sea level. An-
other trough extends from 
Gangetic West Bengal to the 
Andhra coast over Odisha 
at the same altitude. 

Meanwhile, the trough 
linked to the earlier low-

pressure area over the 
Southwest Bay of Bengal 
has weakened.

Light to moderate rains 
accompanied by thunder 
and lightning are likely at 
isolated places across the 
state on Monday and Tues-
day, with similar conditions 
expected on Wednesday.

CPI slams Centre over 
Indo-US trade deal

CPI National Secretary Palla 
Venkat Reddy strongly criti-
cized Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi over his stance on 
the Indo–US interim trade 
agreement. Addressing a 
district executive meeting 
held in Nalgonda on Mon-
day, Reddy alleged that the 
Prime Minister’s approach 
was against national interests 
and that the Centre failed to 
adopt a firm stand against 
tariffs imposed by the United 
States, adversely affecting In-
dia’s economy.

creased imports may shrink 
markets for local products. 
The meeting was held at the 
CPI district office, Makh-
doom Bhavan, in Nalgonda. 

CPI District Secretary 
and MLC Nellikanti Satyam 
urged party cadres to prepare 
for the upcoming MPTC and 

ZPTC elections in Telanga-
na, expressing confidence of 
winning more seats.
