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STATE SCRIPTS NEW CHAPTER IN EDUCATION

CHIEF Minister Revanth 
Reddy will officially open 
the first Telangana Public 
School (TPS) in Arutla, 
Rangareddy district, on 
Wednesday. 

This new institution is 
equipped with cutting-edge 
facilities, designed to com-
pete with those found in 
private educational estab-
lishments, and is poised to 
spark a significant transfor-
mation in Telangana’s edu-
cational landscape.

The Chief Minister will 

tour the school’s modern 
amenities, including its 
digital classrooms, library, 
science laboratories, dining 
area, and sports facilities. 

A crucial part of his visit 
will involve a dedicated ses-
sion with students, educa-
tors, and school committee 
members to gather their 
valuable feedback.

He will also share a 
breakfast meal with the 
students. The Chief Min-
ister will later address a 
large public gathering at the 
same location.

In pursuit of elevating 

public education to the 
same standard as the state’s 
private institutions, Chief 
Minister Revanth Reddy 
established a unique Edu-
cation Commission, a first 
of its kind in the nation, to 
solicit recommendations 
for enhancing the educa-
tion sector.

The Arutla facility offers 
an international standard of 
education, catering to stu-
dents from nursery through 
the intermediate level. Be-
yond academic excellence, 
there is a strong emphasis 
on developing students 

through sports, cultural ac-
tivities, and personality en-
hancement programs.

Students enrolled in Tel-
angana Public Schools will 
benefit from complimen-
tary bus transportation and 
receive free meals, includ-
ing breakfast, lunch, and 
evening snacks. Instruction 
will be delivered in Eng-
lish. With its contemporary 
teaching methodologies 

and advanced technological 
infrastructure, the Telanga-
na Public School stands as a 
benchmark for education in 
the state, aimed at restoring 
and bolstering public trust 
in government-run schools.

Four schools have been 
initially selected for the 
Telangana Public School 
initiative. The first phase 
includes schools located in 
Arutla and Manchala, both 

in Ranga Reddy district, 
and Vangur and Polkam-
palli, which were formerly 
part of Mahabubnagar dis-
trict. 

The government has 
outlined a strategic plan 
to gradually extend the 
‘Telangana Public School’ 
model across the state, with 
an ambitious goal of estab-
lishing 100 such schools in 
a phased rollout.

Karimnagar police tighten school 
transport safety, 87 cases detected

KARIMNAGAR Police 
Commissionerate, in coordi-
nation with the Road Trans-
port Authority (RTA), con-
ducted a special inspection 
drive on school transport 
vehicles across the commis-
sionerate limits on Tuesday 
to ensure the safety of stu-
dents.

During the drive, officials 
checked school buses and 
autos for compliance with 
road safety regulations and 
provisions of the Motor Ve-
hicles Act. Drivers were also 
educated on child safety and 
the importance of following 
traffic rules.

Authorities seized 17 
school buses and 50 autos for 
operating without valid fit-
ness certificates. Legal action 
was initiated against 64 ve-
hicles for lacking mandatory 

documents, 13 drivers for 
not wearing uniforms, one 
vehicle for operating with-
out a number plate and nine 
vehicles for overloading. In 
total, 87 violations were de-

tected.
Police Commissioner 

Gaush Alam said the safety 
of schoolchildren was a col-
lective responsibility and 
warned that strict action 

would continue against 
transport operators violat-
ing safety norms. He stressed 
that all school vehicles must 
carry valid fitness certificates 
and necessary documents.

NPDCL CMD directs measures for 
uninterrupted power supply in Nirmal

NORTHERN Power Distri-
bution Company of Telanga-
na (NPDCL) Chairman and 
Managing Director Karnati 
Varun Reddy directed offi-
cials to ensure uninterrupted 
and quality power supply to 
consumers across Nirmal 
district during a tour of the 
Nirmal Circle on Tuesday.

The CMD inspected rain-
damaged power lines in Lin-
gapur village of Kadam sec-
tion and Maskapur village of 

Khanapur section. Reviewing 
the situation with officials, he 
stressed the need for imme-
diate preventive measures to 
minimise disruptions caused 
by falling tree branches and 
adverse weather conditions 
during the monsoon season.

Later, he visited the 33/11 
kV Kadam substation and 
reviewed its performance, 
maintenance standards and 
consumer services. He in-
structed officials to improve 
planning and reduce power 
interruptions.

Varun Reddy ordered the 
installation of covered con-

ductors on 33 kV lines pass-
ing through forest areas in 
Kadam and Pembi to prevent 
outages caused by falling 
branches. 

He also reviewed alterna-
tive power supply arrange-
ments being developed for 
substations in Kadam, Pembi 
and Dasturabad to ensure 
continuity of service dur-
ing heavy rains and strong 
winds. The CMD said a new 
132 kV substation had been 
sanctioned for Tallapet, while  
the Nirmal 220 kV–Khan-
apur 132 kV line would be 
converted into a double-

circuit line to strengthen the 
network.

Emphasising safety, he di-
rected operations and main-
tenance staff to strictly follow 
safety protocols and use per-
sonal protective equipment 
during repair and mainte-
nance works. He warned 
that negligence in addressing 
power interruptions would 
not be tolerated and called 
for prompt resolution of con-
sumer grievances.

Nirmal SE Rathod Sub-
hash and other senior offi-
cials participated in the in-
spection and review meeting.

CPI warns Congress of public agitation 
over unfulfilled poll promises

CPI State Secretary and Koth-
agudem MLA Kunamneni 
Sambasiva Rao warned that the 
Congress government could face 
a massive public agitation if it 
failed to honour the promises 
made during the Assembly elec-
tions. He demanded immediate 
implementation of welfare com-
mitments, including the distribu-
tion of house site pattas to poor 
families residing in huts on gov-
ernment lands and the sanction-
ing of Indiramma houses for the 
homeless.

Addressing a public meeting 
after inaugurating the CPI office 
named after Suravaram Sudha-
kar Reddy Nagar at Bhuporata 
Centre in Gundla Singaram on 
Tuesday, Kunamneni said lakhs 
of poor families across Telan-
gana were still struggling with-

out permanent housing even 
after decades of Independence. 
The programme was attended 
by CPI State Assistant Secretary 
Takkallapalli Srinivasa Rao and 
other party leaders.

He said the Communist move-
ment had consistently fought for 
the rights of the poor and land-
less, leading several struggles for 
housing and land rights. Criticis-
ing both the State and Central 
governments, he alleged that 
pro-poor policies were being ne-
glected while corporate interests 
were receiving priority.

Kunamneni assured residents 
of Gundla Singaram that he 
would take up the issue of house 
site pattas with officials, local 
representatives and, if necessary, 
the Chief Minister. CPI leaders 
also demanded basic civic amen-
ities, including drinking water, 
electricity and sanitation facili-
ties, for the colony.

‘Annalu’ now in TRS, says Kavitha
Alleges officers harass workers in Singareni

HYDERABAD: Alleging 
that officers in state-run 
miner Singareni Collier-
ies are harassing workers 
thinking that ‘Annalu ‘ (an 
informal term used to refer 
to naxalites) are not around, 
TRS president K Kavitha on 
Tuesday said that they are 
now in her party.  Kavitha, who visited a mine of Singareni 
at Srirampur in Mancherial district, asked why funds are not 
available for the welfare of workers when there is money to 
fulfil the needs of officers and contractors. “In the past, be-
cause the Annalu were around, officers behaved somewhat 
properly with the workers. Now, thinking that they are gone, 
they are resorting to human rights violations. All those An-
nalu are now in our party,” a TRS release quoted her as saying. 

The Telangana Rakshana Sena (TRS) would not tolerate 
if human rights of workers are violated, she said. The TRS 
would file cases against officials who harass workers, she 
said. She alleged that the Singareni management is refusing 
to provide funds no matter how small the hardship faced by 
the workers. The management has plenty of money to pay the 
contractors, she claimed. 

She further alleged that the workers are forced to repair 
and reuse old machinery. They do not have proper safety 
equipment and are not provided with basic drinking water. 

Claiming that attempts were made to stop her when she 
went near the mine on June 15 and on Tuesday, she asked 
whether Chief Minister Revanth Reddy and Congress leader 
Rahul Gandhi did not attend meetings at the mines when the 
party was in opposition in Telangana. Union Coal Minister G 
Kishan Reddy must allocate more blocks to Singareni instead 
of allowing it to compete with private companies. The Sin-
gareni Collieries Company Limited (SCCL) is a coal mining 
company jointly owned by the Government of Telangana and 
Government of India on a 51:49 equity basis.
